4. Applicant must have a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.0 (out of 4.0)

5. HIM professional with credentials recognized by AHIMA

All Applications Must Include:
1. Completed Application form; including checklist and acknowledgement

2. Completed short answer questions and essay

3. Official transcript for enrolled school

4. Professional Resume or List of Accomplishments

2. Applications must be received by April 15, 2011.
3. Application should be mailed in its entirety.  Do not place application in binders, folders, or plastic covers.

Selection Criteria:

· Each eligible application will be reviewed and rated by the CHIMA Scholarship Committee.  

· The Scholarship Committee will utilize a point system to determine the scholarship recipient.  

· Applications will be evaluated on the basis of content, quality of writing, professional presentation and ability to follow directions.

· All applications will be notified of their status no later than May 1, 2010.
· Awards will be presented at the CHIMA annual meeting.

· An individual may not receive a scholarship more than once in an individual category.

Short Answer Questions:

You will need to answer a total of four questions.  Prepare typewritten answers to 3 of the questions.  Each answer to the three questions shall not exceed 50 words per question.  Choose an additional question as an essay.  Essay responses are limited to two typed pages, double spaced. 

1. Describe a professional accomplishment of which you are particularly proud.

2. Describe what you feel to be the most critical issue faced by the health information community.

3. If you are a traditional student, describe the factors that influence your decision to major in HIM/HIT.  If you are a nontraditional student what factors influenced your career change decision?

4. Describe any volunteer activities within CHIMA or your community.
5. You are supervising the internship of a HIM/HIT undergraduate student.  Describe how you would serve as a role model and mentor.

6. Provide an example of how you have demonstrated commitment to a long term professional goal/project.  

7. Describe your first job and the life lessons you learned.

8. What specific qualities of your character distinguish you from others in the HIM field?

9. You are a HIM Manager for XYZ HIM Department overseeing a change in a major department process.  How would you motivate your staff?

Essay:

The essay shall be limited to two typed pages, double-spaced.

Prepare an essay from one the short answer questions listed above.  A question chosen as one of the short answer responses may not be used for the essay.

Professional Resume:

Prepare a professional resume or list of accomplishments to the following

1. Honors/Awards

2. HIM Association or Community Involvement

3. Job Experience
